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1 Corinthians 15:3-4

living by the morality Jesus requires of us. Today, if we believe, we hagiwedeternal life. If we
have it already, we must take hold of it and live out our faith like we have. We nmumtteat to
pursue righteousness above anything else. Times will be tough and life wiltmeveut like you
plan it because of sin. Consequently, you have to maintain your godliness and not cemgremi
confession you have made to Christ before the church. People will come to Glensthey see your
godliness in action in the midst of adversity.
